ALTERNATIVE GUEST ACCOMMODATION

Within the grounds of the Property are five boutique
Shepherd’s Huts overlooking the lake and wildflower
garden. All units are finished fo a high standard with ensuite
bathrooms, wood fired hot tubs and enclosed outdoor
areas.

The Chalet, situated adjacent to the Shepherd'’s Huts,
comprises an open plan suite with statement bath, private
covered terrace, fire pit and wood fired hot fub.

The Garden Room located opposite the Manor House
and comprises an en suite bedroom with private enclosed
terrace and hot tub.

A breakdown of the units is provided below:

PUBLIC AREAS

Constructed by the current Proprietors, the Orangery can
accommodate up to 150 for events. Alternatively, this area
has previously been used as a Restaurant for up fo 100
covers. An additional 40 covers are provided adjacent to
the Orangery in the glass walkway.

The recently converted Coach House, accommodates up
to 150 for a ceremony, leading to a private courtyard with
outdoor pizza oven.

The Manor House provides an additional three reception
lounges on the ground floor and a games room with bar on
the lower ground floor.

There is lift access to all floors.

Externally, additional seating is provided on the terrace and
within fwo dining pods.
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OWNERS’ / STAFF ACCOMMODATION

Lemore Bungalow is ideally suited for owner's
accommodation or staff accommodation. It currently
comprises three bedrooms with potential to create
additional guest accommodation, subject fo obtaining
planning permission.

There is an additional staff bedroom on the lower ground
floor of the Manor House.

AMENITIES AND EXTERNAL AREAS

Within the Manor House is a commercial kitchen, office and
stforage.

Externally, the Property features fountains, mature gardens
and paths through the wildflower meadows, set in circa
18.68 acres. Situated within the formal gardens, the
Bandstand is licenced for outdoor ceremonies.

There is ample parking on site.

DEVELOPMENT POTENTIAL

There is planning consent under ref: P202334/AM for an
extension to the Manor House to provide offices, staff
facilities and additional kitchen space.

The two treatment rooms, located on the second floor of
the Manor House, could be converted fo provide additional
guest accommodation.

Lemore Bungalow has potfential to be converted into
additional hotel accommodation, or developed to provide
additional staff bedrooms, subject to obtaining planning
permission.
